Understanding of the World 
HISTORY: Changes in Britain from the Stone Age to 

the Iron Age 
WALT sequence the early ages of Britain chronologically 

WALT understand how life was different during each age, 

and how it progressed through the period 

WALT understand about late Neolithic hunter-gatherers and 
early farmers, for example, Skara Brae 

WALT investigate Bronze Age religion, technology and 
travel, for example, Stonehenge 

 WALT understand about Iron Age hill forts: tribal 
kingdoms, farming, art and culture  

SCIENCE: Light  
Pupils should be taught to:  

- WALT understand that we need light in order to see things 

and that dark is the absence of light 
- WALT notice that light is reflected from surfaces 

- WALT recognise that light from the sun can be dangerous 
and that there are ways to protect their eyes 

- WALT recognise that shadows are formed when the light 
from a light source is blocked by an opaque object 

- WALT find patterns in the way that the size of shadows 
change.
