Spoken Language: 
WALT Give well-structured descriptions, explanations 
and narratives for different purposes, including for 
expressing feelings 
WALT Use relevant strategies to extend their

WALT Re-read what they have written to check that 
it makes sense 
WALT Discuss what they have written with other 
pupils 
Form lower-case letters in the correct direction, 
starting and finishing in the right place

WALT Use world maps, atlases and globes to identify 
the UK and its countries, as well as the countries, 
continents and oceans studied at this ley stage  
WALT Use aerial photographs and plan perspectives to 
recognise landmarks and basic human and physical 
features, devise a simple map; and use and construct

WALT Identify and understand the lives of significant 
individuals in the past who have contributed to National

PSHE: What can we do with money? 
WALT Understand what money is - that money comes in 
different forms  
WALT Learn how money is obtained (e.g. earned, won, 
borrowed, presents) 
WALT Understand how people make choices about what to 
do with money, including spending and saving 
WALT Know the difference between needs and wants - that 
people may not always be able to have the things they 
want 
WALT Learn how to keep money safe and the different
