Physical Development
Continue to develop their movement, balancing,
riding (scooters, trikes and bikes) and ball skills.
Go up steps and stairs, or climb up apparatus, using
alternate feet.
Skip, hop, stand on one leg and hold a pose for a
game like musical statues.
Use large-muscle movements to wave flags and
streamers, paint and make marks.
Start taking part in some group activities which they
make up for themselves, or in teams.
Match their developing physical skills to tasks and
activities in the setting. For example, they decide
whether to crawl, walk or run across a plank,
depending on its length and width.
Choose the right resources to carry out their own
plan. For example, choosing a spade to enlarge a
small hole they dug with a trowel.
Collaborate with others to manage large items
Use a comfortable grip with good control when
holdina bens and pencils.

e Read and talk to with your child every day.

e Make playdough and get creative - this helps strengthen the children’s hands for writing and drawing.

Expressive Arts and Design

Take part in simple pretend play, using an object to
represent something else even though they are not
similar.

Begin to develop complex stories using small world
equipment like animal sets, dolls and dolls houses.
Make imaginative and complex ‘small worlds’ with
blocks and construction kits, such as a city with
different buildings and a park.

Explore different materials freely, to develop their
ideas about how to use them and what to make.
Develop their own ideas and then decide which
materials to use to express them.

Explore colour and colour-mixing.
