Understanding of the World 
 

Science: States of matter 
WALT compare and group materials together, 
according to whether they are solids, liquids or 
gases  
WALT observe that some materials change 
state when they are heated or cooled, and 

measure or research the temperature at which 
this happens in degrees Celsius (°C)  
WALT identify the part played by evaporation 
and condensation in the water cycle and 

associate the rate of evaporation with 
temperature. 

 
Computing E-Safety 
WALT understand why we should use secure 
passwords and understand the need to keep 
them private 
WALT use ICT to communicate and identify 
some of the risks involved 

WALT know how to act to avoid or reduce 
these risks 

WALT explain why information found online 
needs to be checked 
 

Personal, Social and Emotional 

Development 
PSHE: Relationships 
How do we treat each other with respect?   
WALT understand how people’s behaviour affects 
themselves and others, including online 
WALT know how to model being polite and courteous in 
different situations and recognise the respectful behaviour 
they should receive in return 
WALT learn about the relationship between rights and 
responsibilities  
 

WALT learn about the right to privacy and how to recognise 
when a confidence or secret should be kept or not agreed to 
and when to tell (e.g. if someone is being upset or hurt) 
WALT know the rights that children have and why it is 
important to protect these 
WALT know that everyone should feel included, respected 
and not discriminated against; how to respond if they 
witness or experience exclusion, disrespect or discrimination 
WALT learn how to respond to aggressive or inappropriate 
behaviour (including online and unwanted physical contact) 
WALT know how to report concerns 
WALT understand that treating a person differently because 
they are a boy or a girl is known as gender discrimination  
WALT understand how to show their respect for diversity 
R.E.: Belonging and Identity  

WALT know that there are a number of religions in the world 
to which people belong 
WALT know that there are different symbols to represent 
different religions 
WALT understand that believers have different ways of 
showing they belong to a religion 
WALT know that religions have different ways of welcoming 
people into communities, for example Christian baptism 
 

Physical Development 
Dance 
WALT use simply motifs and movement patterns to 
structure dance phrases  
WALT refine, repeat and remember dance phrases and 
dances  
WALT perform dances clearly and fluently 
Challenge: 
WALT structure and vary longer dances  
WALT show a good sense of rhythm and style when
