Vikings originally came from Scandinavia.
The Vikings are often thought of as fierce warriors
who raided and conquered other lands.
The Vikings travelled abroad to buy goods including
silver, silk, spices, wine and glass. In return they
sold honey, wheat, wool, wood, fur and fish.
Challenge: The Vikings and Saxons ruled jointly
England until 1042, when Edward the Confessor
became King of both the Vikings and the Saxons.
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
