Expressive Arts and Design
Take part in simple pretend play, using an object to represent
something else even though they are not similar.
Begin to develop complex stories using small world equipment like
animal sets, dolls and dolls houses, etc.
Make imaginative and complex ‘small worlds’ with blocks and
construction kits, such as a city with different buildings and a park.
Explore different materials freely, to develop their ideas about how to
use them and what to make.
Develop their own ideas and then decide which materials to use to
express them.
Join different materials and explore different textures.
Create closed shapes with continuous lines, and begin to use these
shapes to represent objects.
Draw with increasing complexity and detail, such as representing a
face with a circle and including details.
Use drawing to represent ideas like movement or loud noises.

Mark making practice through activities like tracing, using chalk, different mark making materials-crayons,
large paper to draw big shapes, patterns and pictures to help strengthen hand and arm muscles.
Support handwriting by encouraging your child to trace shapes, letters and patterns, and to
write or draw using different colours and tools.

Visit the local library together and explore different story books and talking about the
characters.

Mathematics

Develop fast recognition of up to 3 objects, without having to count them individually (‘subitising”).

Recite numbers past 5.
Say one number for each item in order: 1,2,3,4,5.

Know that the last number reached when counting a small set of objects tells you how many there are in total.

Show *finger numbers’ up to 5.

Link numerals and amounts: for example, showing the right number of objects to match the numeral, up to 5.

Experiment with their own symbols and marks as well as numerals.
Solve real world mathematical problems with numbers up to 5.
Compare quantities using language: ‘more than’, ‘fewer than’.
Understand position through words alone

Describe a familiar route.

Literacy
Develop their phonological awareness, so that they can:

For example: writing a pretend
shopping list that starts at the top of the page; writing ‘m’ for mummy.
Write some or all of their name.
Write some letters accurately.
