History 

Study an aspect or theme that extends pupils 
chronological knowledge beyond 1066 
 
Science: States of matter 
Compare and group materials together, 
according to whether they are solids, liquids or 

gases  
Observe that some materials change state 
when they are heated or cooled, and measure 

or research the temperature at which this 
happens in degrees Celsius (°C)  
Identify the part played by evaporation and 
condensation in the water cycle and associate 

the rate of evaporation with temperature. 
 
Computing: i-Algorithm 
Understand what algorithms are; how they are 
implemented as programs on digital devices; 
and that programs execute by following 
precise and unambiguous instructions

Development 
 
PSCHE: How do we maintain positive 
relationships online? 
Understand how people can be influenced by their 
peers’ behaviour and by a desire for peer approval, 

and know how to manage this influence 
Understand how people’s online actions can impact 
on other people 
Know how to keep safe online, including managing 
requests for personal information and recognising 

what is appropriate to share or not share online 

Know how to report concerns, including about 
inappropriate online content and contact  
Understand that rules, restrictions and laws exist to 
help people keep safe and how to respond if they 
become aware of a situation that is anti-social or
