Understanding of the World 
History:  

WALT Learn about a non-European society that provides 
contrasts with British history – Mayan civilization c. AD 

900 

 

Science: Materials  

WALT Compare and group together everyday materials 
on the basis of their properties, including their 

hardness, solubility, transparency, conductivity 
(electrical and thermal), and response to magnets 

WALT Know that some materials will dissolve in liquid to 
form a solution, and describe how to recover a 

substance from a solution 
WALT Use knowledge of solids, liquids and gases to 

decide how mixtures might be separated, including 
through filtering, sieving and evaporating 

WALT Give reasons, based on evidence from 
comparative and fair tests, for the particular uses of 

everyday materials, including metals, wood and plastic 
WALT Demonstrate that dissolving, mixing and changes 

of state are reversible changes 
WALT Explain that some changes result in the formation 

of new materials, and that this kind of change is not 
usually reversible, including changes associated with 

burning and the action of acid on bicarbonate of soda

WALT Explain why personal information should only be 

given to trusted sources 
WALT Know that some information on the Internet may 

be misleading or inaccurate and know how to check this 
WALT Use technology and online services to 

communicate and collaborate  
WALT Identify some of the risks associated with online 

communication and know how to take steps to minimise 
these 

WALT Give examples of good and bad behaviour online

What makes up a person’s identity?   

WALT Learn how to recognise and respect similarities and

WALT Learn about stereotypes and how they are not 
always accurate, and can negatively influence behaviours
